This leads to the following questions that a robust worldview needs to answer:

* How we can recognize the transcendent beauty in the world
e How we can “know” the world should be a different way

e That the world was created without brokenness

e How brokenness came into the world

e A purpose to the “felt” evil in the world

* Dealing with actions of moral evil

e Restoration of the world to an unbroken state
